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Mark Stephen Wrighton

Chancellor, Washington University in St. Louis

Mark S. Wrighton, Ph.D. became the 14th Chancellor of Washington University in St. Louis on July 1, 1995, and serves as its chief executive officer.  In the years following his appointment, the University has made significant progress in student quality, campus improvements, resource development, curriculum, and international reputation.  

Dr. Wrighton received his B.S. in chemistry from Florida State University in 1969 and his Ph.D. in chemistry from Caltech in 1972.  He was named the first recipient of the Herbert Newby McCoy Award at Caltech based on his research accomplishments.  From 1990-1995 he was provost and chief academic officer at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT).  A member of the MIT faculty since 1972, he was named Frederick G. Keyes Professor of Chemistry in 1981, and was appointed head of the chemistry department in 1987.  In 1989, he was named the first holder of the Ciba-Geigy Professorship.  Recognized widely for his research, he is the holder of 14 patents, author of more than 300 research papers, and co-author of the book, Organometallic Photochemistry.  Active in public and professional affairs, he has served on numerous governmental panels, including the National Science Board, and has been consultant to industry. He is an active member of numerous professional organizations and serves as a director on the boards of national companies and St. Louis organizations.   He holds memberships in the American Academy of Arts and Sciences, the American Association for the Advancement of Science, and the American Philosophical Society.

Larry J. Shapiro
Executive Vice Chancellor for Medical Affairs and Dean

Washington University School of Medicine, St. Louis, MO

Larry J. Shapiro, M.D. is an internationally renowned research geneticist and pediatrician.  He became executive vice chancellor for medical affairs at Washington University in St. Louis, dean of the School of Medicine and the Spencer T. and Ann W. Olin Distinguished Professor on July 1, 2003.  He is the former W.H. and Marie Wattis Distinguished Professor and chair of the Department of Pediatrics at the University of California, San Francisco (UCSF) School of Medicine, and had been the chief of pediatric services at UCSF Children’s Hospital since his arrival there in 1991.  Throughout the span of his medical career, Dr. Shapiro has been internationally recognized for his significant research in human genetics, molecular biology, and biochemistry. His contributions to academic medicine include patient care, research, teaching and administration.  Dr. Shapiro is a member of the prestigious National Academy of Sciences’ Institute of Medicine and of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences. 

He is a Fellow of the American Association for the Advancement of Science. Dr. Shapiro is a member of many professional societies and organizations and has served as the president of the American Society of Human Genetics, the American Board of Medical Genetics, the Society for Inherited Metabolic Diseases, the Western Society for Pediatric Research, the Society for Pediatric Research and of the American Pediatric Society.  He is currently the Chairman of the Advisory Panel for Research and serves on the Executive Committee of the Council of Deans for the Association of American Medical Colleges.  He also serves on the Board of the Association of Academic Health Centers.  

Dr. Shapiro earned both undergraduate and medical degrees from Washington University in St. Louis. He distinguished himself academically and is a member of the Phi Beta Kappa and Alpha Omega Alpha national honor societies. In 1996, he received the University’s prestigious Alumni Achievement Award. While at UCSF, Shapiro directed and expanded one of the leading academic pediatric departments in the country and helped to establish the UCSF Children’s Hospital.  A Chicago native, Dr. Shapiro is married to Carol-Ann Uetake. He has three children: Jennifer, 34; Jessica, 30; and Brian, 26.  
Kenneth R. Conner

Assistant Professor of Psychiatry

University of Rochester Medical Center, Rochester, NY
Kenneth R. Conner, Psy.D., M.P.H. is an Associate Professor of Psychiatry at the University of Rochester Medical Center (URMC) where he has been on faculty since 1995, and in 2007 he also joined the newly established Canandaigua VA Center of Excellence.  He studies suicidal behavior with an emphasis on the roles of alcohol and other substance use.  In 2002 he co-chaired the first workshop on alcoholism and suicidal behavior sponsored by the National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism (NIAAA), and the results of the meeting were published in a special issue of Alcoholism: Clinical and Experimental Research that he co-edited.  In 2003 Dr. Conner was awarded the Edwin Shneidman Award for Outstanding Early Career Contributions to Research in Suicidology by the American Association of Suicidology.  In 2005 he completed a 5-year Career Development Award in research on suicidal behavior and alcoholism sponsored by NIAAA, with Drs. Yeates Conwell, Paul R. Duberstein, and Kenneth E. Leonard serving as his mentors.  He is currently the principal investigator of a 4-year R01 grant sponsored by NIAAA to examine attempted suicide in treated alcoholics.  His research has also been funded by the American Foundation for Suicide Prevention and the National Institute of Mental Health.  Along with research, he has many clinical interests including motivational interviewing, psychological testing, and treatment of addictions.  He serves as the staff psychologist for Addiction Psychiatry treatment programs at URMC, and holds a Certificate of Proficiency in the Treatment of Alcohol and Other Psychoactive Substance Use Disorders from the American Psychological Association.   Dr. Conner is also presently the chair of the Treatment Improvement Protocol (TIP) on substance abuse and suicide sponsored by the Center for Substance Abuse Treatment, a component of SAMHSA.  The purpose of the TIP is to develop a comprehensive, hands-on manual for front-line counselors and administrators to manage suicide risk in substance abuse treatment settings that will be available free of cost through SAMHSA.

Anne Laurence Glowinski, M.D., M.P.E. a board certified child and adolescent psychiatrist, is the Director of Child and Adolescent Psychiatry Education and Training at the Washington University School of Medicine (WUSM) where she also is an Assistant Professor of Psychiatry.  Born in France, she moved to the United States when she was 20.  She graduated from medical school at Baylor College of Medicine in Houston, Texas and completed her residency in Psychiatry and a fellowship in Child and Adolescent Psychiatry at the Johns Hopkins Medical Institutions in Baltimore, Maryland.   Upon joining the faculty at WUSM, Dr. Glowinski completed her NIH funded postdoctoral fellowships in Psychiatric Epidemiology and Biostatistics & Biomedical Training in Alcoholism under the mentorship of Missouri Alcohol Research Center (MARC) director, Dr. Andrew C. Heath.  While completing her postdoctoral work, Dr. Glowinski also earned her Masters Degree in Epidemiology (MPE) from Washington University.  Dr. Glowinski, the mother of three young sons, has received numerous research and teaching awards including: a Klingenstein Third Generation Fellowship award for Research on Depression or Suicide, a National Alliance for Research on Schizophrenia and Depression (NARSAD) Young Investigator Award, a 5 year Career Development Award from the NIMH for research on the familial transmission of suicide and suicidality, a 2002 Journal of the American Academy of Child and Adolescent Psychiatry (AACAP) Award for best paper on depression or suicide, a 2004 AACAP Teaching Scholar Award, a 2005 Klerman Award (Honorable Mention) for breakthrough in Basic Brain & Behavior Science by a NARSAD Young Investigator, a CHADS Coalition for Mental Health Research Award and a WUSM department of Psychiatry Excellence in Teaching Award.  Her principal research interests are the familial transmission of youth depression and youth suicidal behavior, with a particular interest in studying how parental depression and/or alcoholism contributes to these outcomes through genetic and environmental interactions.

Rumi Kato Price

Research Associate Professor

Rumi Kato Price, Ph.D., M.P.E., is Research Associate Professor in the Department of Psychiatry, Washington University School of Medicine and Co-Director of the NIDA Pre- and Post-Doctoral Training Program in Comorbidity and Biostatistics in the Department of Psychiatry. Dr. Price specializes in substance abuse and psychiatric epidemiology. Her current research areas include roles of traumas in posttraumatic stress disorder (PTSD) and comorbid phenotypes, integration of human-genome epidemiology and health disparity research with a focus on substance addiction, and novel epidemiologic methods. Research grants and awards from NIDA, NIMH, NIAAA and private foundations including an Independence Scientist Award have been utilized to pursue critical inquiries in each area. Most relevant for this year’s Guze Symposium is PTSD and suicidality research pursued though a longitudinal cohort study of Vietnam veterans followed up over 30 years to date. Price is a native of Japan and moved to the United States after being an undergraduate exchange student at University of California, Berkeley. While in an multidisciplinary program of psychology and sociology, she worked at Berkeley’s research institutes, and learned a ranged methodology in econometrics, mathematical sociology, survey methods, public health and public policy as well as obtaining specialized research training in drug abuse and mental health. After obtaining a PhD, she moved to St. Louis as a postdoctoral fellow in the Department of Psychiatry, WUSM, where she stayed as a faculty member to date.

David A. Brent

Academic Chief, Child and Adolescent Psychiatry

University of Pittsburgh School of Medicine, PA
David A. Brent, M.D. is a child psychiatrist with expertise in epidemiological and intervention research, research administration, and research training.  Dr. Brent is Academic Chief of Child and Adolescent Psychiatry, and Professor of Psychiatry, Pediatrics and Epidemiology.  He directs a T32 postdoctoral training grant in child and adolescent mental health (MH18951), focused on intervention and services research.  Dr. Brent is the Principal Investigator and Director of an Advanced Center for Intervention and Services Research (ACISR) for Early-Onset Mood and Anxiety Disorders (MH66371).  He also directs a suicide prevention and intervention program, Services for Teens at Risk (STAR), which is supported by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and has a strong educational and training component.  His research focus has been on the epidemiology and familial risk factors for early-onset suicidal behavior, and the treatment of mood disorders.  Dr. Brent has been recognized by the American Academy of Child and Adolescent Psychiatry (Nathan Comings and Foundation Mental Health awards), the American Association of Suicidology (Dublin Award), the American Psychiatric Association (Blanche F. Ittleson Award), and NARSAD (Ruane Prize) for his work.  

Dr. Brent has had continual external funding for over 20 years.  Following is a description of his most current research projects. 

Familial Pathways to Early-Onset Suicide Attempt (MH56612).  This is a two-site study of the offspring of mood-disordered parents with or without a history of a suicide attempt focusing on the identification of clinical precursors for early-onset suicidal behavior. Dr. Brent and his colleagues have found that children whose parents are suicide attempters are 7 times more likely to attempt suicide than the offspring of mood-disordered parents without a history of attempt. Familial transmission of suicidal behavior was mediated by history of parental sexual abuse, high levels of impulsive aggression in parent and child, and chronic depressive symptoms in children. 

A Linkage Study of Suicidal Behavior in a Bedouin Extended Family (Binational Science Foundation). In this study, nearly 350 individuals who are part of a large extended family descended from one grandparent have been interviewed and DNA material obtained. The family is endogamous, and has a higher rate of suicidal behavior, depression, and anxiety than do two other families in the same village. Risk factors for suicidal behavior, that have not been described previously in an Arab population, are similar to those reported in other countries. Plans are to genotype the samples this year, and conduct linkage and association analyses.

Impact of Sudden Parental Death on Child Outcome: (MH65368).  Dr. Brent is also conducting a study of the impact of parental suicide on child outcome, in comparison to the children of parents who die of other means, but suddenly, and to neighborhood controls who have not experienced a loss.

Treatment of SSRI-Resistant Depression in Adolescents (MH61835). This 6-site study addresses the question of what is the logical next step in treatment when a depressed patient does not respond to an adequate trial with an SSRI. In a two-by two balanced design, the effects of a switch from an SSRI to venlafaxine vs. another SSRI, with or without CBT is studied. Altogether over 330 subjects have participated in the trial, which is soon closing out the recruitment phase. In addition, this study will examine the pharmacokinetic and pharmacokinetic predictors of treatment outcome and adverse events.

RUPP-PI at the University of Pittsburgh, Treatment of Adolescent Suicide Attempters (MH66775). This 5-site study piloted a new intervention for suicidal adolescents that focuses on cognitive distortions that can lead to suicidal behavior and improved emotion regulation and distress tolerance. 120 depressed suicide attempters have entered this study and the treatment appears to be feasible and efficacious. Based further analyses, a randomized clinical trial that tests the added benefit of this psychosocial intervention over standard care will be developed.

Prevention of Depression (MH64503). In this 4-site study of 318 youth, the effectiveness of a group CBT vs. treatment as usual in preventing the onset of a full-blown major depression in youth at risk for depression by virtue of having a parent with a history of depression is being examined. The trial examines the liability to depression over the course of 32 weeks after intake.

Center for Early-Onset Mood Disorders and Anxiety (MH66371). This Center supports improvement in treatment in those with treatment refractory disorders, and the dissemination of effective treatments to community settings, with a special emphasis on improving recognition and treatment of mental disorders in pediatric primary care. 
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Alan Swann, M.D. is the Pat R. Rutherford Chair and Vice Chair for Research at the Department of Psychiatry and Behavioral Sciences at the University of Texas Medical School in Houston, Texas.  His research roles at his institution include being past Chair of the IRB.  

He graduated from the University of Texas Southwestern Medical School in Dallas, Texas in 1972 and completed a medical internship at Columbia-Presbyterian Medical Center in New York.    He completed a Psychiatry residency at Yale University School of Medicine and a research fellowship at the laboratory of Neurochemistry, National Institute of Neurological Disorders and Stroke.

Dr. Swann is a member of professional societies including the American College of Neuropsychopharmacology, American College of Psychiatry, Group for the Advancement of Psychiatry, Research Society on Alcoholism, and the Society for Neuroscience.  In addition, he has served on the National Advisory Council on Alcoholism and Alcohol Abuse and on grant review boards for NIH and the Veterans Administration, where he was Chair of the Merit Review Board for Mental Health and Behavioral Science.  He is one of the co-founders of the International Society for Research on Impulsivity.

Dr. Swann’s research integrates treatment with basic and clinical research in mood disorders and related aspects of brain function, including studies of impulsivity, suicide, substance abuse, and their relationship to axis I and II psychiatric disorders.   His basic research focuses on pharmacological and developmental aspects of behavioral sensitization to stimulants or stressors, and other potential models for recurrence in affective disorders.  His research has been supported by the NIMH, NIAAA, Centers for Disease Control, and American Heart Association.  He has over 200 refereed publications.  
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Dr. Cherpitel has been a scientist at the Alcohol Research Group for the past 24 years, where her area of research has included drinking patterns and problems, with a special focus on injuries, and the identification of alcohol use disorders in the emergency room, primary care settings, and the general population. This work has resulted in the development of two brief screening instruments, the Rapid Alcohol Problems Screen (RAPS) and Rapid Drug Problems Screen (RDPS).  Dr. Cherpitel’s research has also included a special emphasis on gender, ethnic and regional differences in drinking patterns and problems, which gave rise to the Emergency Room Collaborative Alcohol Analysis Project (ERCAAP), comprising emergency rooms across 8 countries, and the WHO Collaborative Study on Alcohol and Injuries, comprising emergency rooms across 12 countries, and for which she served as a consultant.  This work has importantly generated estimates of risk of injury related to drinking patterns, and alcohol attributable fractions for injury, and has examined heterogeneity in findings across countries and cultures related to country-level contextual variables. She has published over 150 papers and is senior editor of a forthcoming book, Alcohol and Injuries: Emergency Department Studies in an International Perspective, currently in press with WHO.  She is presently on the editorial boards of three foreign substance abuse journals (Poland, Spain and Mexico). She has served on the Section Council and Governing Council for the American Public Health Association and as Chair of the Membership Committee for the Research Society on Alcoholism.  She has served as a consultant for NIH, and on the NIAAA Initial Review Group of the Committee on Psychosocial Research, Clinical and Treatment Subcommittee.  She has also served as an ad hoc expert to the NIAAA Extramural Advisory Board on Epidemiology, and is presently serving on the NIAAA National Advisory Council.
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Dr. Zayas’ primary interests are in clinical practice with adolescents and families in training clinical practitioners.  His clinical experience spans 25 years of working with children, adolescents, adults, and families in community mental health, psychiatric clinics, pediatric rehabilitation, and community-based primary care medicine.  He is a licensed psychologist and social worker.  Dr. Zayas’ research has examined child and adolescent mental health, maternal mental health in pregnancy, parent-child relations, cross-cultural factors in child-rearing behavior, family functioning, psychiatric diagnosis, alcohol use among Latino men, and psychosocial interventions in community-based primary care health centers.  He is currently conducting research on the influence of ethnicity and language on the psychiatric diagnostic process, and preparing studies on the sociocultural and developmental processes that influence suicidal behavior among adolescent Latinas and on treating perinatal depression in urban health center.   
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
